Language Diversity and Change - written examination
40% of qualification

Section A: Diversity and Change (one question from a choice of
two: Either: an evaluation essay on language diversity Or: an essay
on Language change.

Section B: Language Discourses (two texts about a topic linked to
the study of diversity and change)

Non-exam Assessment: Language in Action -
20% of qualification

Students produce:
e alanguage investigation (2,000 words excluding data)
e a piece of original writing and commentary (1,500 words total)
